• A	full	manual,	hand-outs	and	other	appropriate	paperwork.	
• All	necessary	equipment	to	practise	Yoga.	
	

The	following	is	not	included:	
• Flights,	accommodation	and	transport	costs	
• Optional	Insurance	(Special	rates	are	offered	by		UK)	
• The	Teacher	training	certificate	(paying	the	fees	do	not	guarantee	you	a	certificate	as	you	will	

need	to	successfully	pass	all	assignments	and	attend	a	minimum	of	80%	the	course.)	
• Yoga	literature	necessary	for	attending	the	course.	(See	Course	Syllabus)

• Students	are	required	to	attend	at	least	2	lead	Yoga	classes	weekly	and	also	create	a	daily	home	

practise,	together	with	a	journal.	The	journal	should	contain	the	content	of	practise	along	with	
personal	experiences.		
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Booking	and	refunds	
	

• A	deposit	of	£500	is	required	to	secure	a	place	on	the	course	and	should	be	paid	at	the	time	of	the	
booking.		Deposit	is	non-refundable.	

• The	full	fee	should	be	paid	no	later	than	14	days	before	the	beginning	of	the	course.	
• Applications	will	be	taken	on	a	‘first	come	first	served’	basis	and	students	who	have	paid	their	

deposit	will	have	priority.			
• Graduation	certificate	will	not	be	issued	to	students	with	outstanding	fees.
